In today's Gospel Peter is invited by Jesus to get 
out of the boat and join him on the water.  Since 
he was a fisherman, we would think that he would 
want to stay in the safe space of his boat.  Howev-
er, in the midst of a storm, he accepts Jesus' 
challenge.  He did let the logic of his mind get in 
the way of doing what he thought he could do - 
walk on the water - as long as he believed that 
Jesus was there for him.  Only when he doubted 
and preferred to trust more in himself to endure 
the storms around him on the sea did he encoun-
ter problems.  When we encounter "storms" in 
our lives and seem to be battered by them, we 
may want to stay in place and find a safe boat.  
We want to turn inward and try to close out the 
rest of the world around us.  At times like these 
we need to remember that Jesus is always there, 
even in our life's storms.  He calls out to us to 
turn to him.  We will call out to him and ask him to 
save us from life's perils.  Like Peter, we have to 
climb out of our comfort zones - our boats - and 
move out onto the stormy sea and go toward  
Jesus, trusting where he may lead us.

Elijah recognized the voice of God not in the strong 
and heavy wind,, not in the earthquake, and not in 
the fire, but in a tiny whispering sound. May we find 
enough quiet in our clamorous world to hear His 
voice and discern what He is calling us to do and be. 

19
th

 Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 
After teaching for many years, a well-known professor 
could not go anywhere without bumping into some-
one who recognized him. His sizable frame, his 
booming laugh and his deep voice could not be mis-
taken, even after many years had passed. Former 
colleagues, students and friends of the university 
would stop and chat. Even if he could not recall a 
name, he would remember the person’s face and per-
haps a detail or two from long ago. 
 
Jesus comes to the Apostles at a time and place they 
are not expecting. In such unusual circumstances, 
they are caught off guard and think they are seeing a 
ghost. Peter recognizes the Lord, but still asks for 
proof. His faith and courage fail him, however, and he 
needs the Lord to rescue him. He calls for help as 
quickly as he called for proof. 
 
We can be surprised by the Lord’s Presence, too. In 
odd moments, places and situations, we can come 
face to face with Him and fail to recognize Him. In the 
weak and helpless, in the annoying and unloving, in 
the old and the young, the Lord is present. We are 
invited to walk with him; will your faith and courage 
hold out?

Feeding the Hungry 
We continue to collect non-perishable food items 
throughout the summer. This food is given to our 
local food pantry which is held at the Unitarian 
Church on the corner of Shore Drive and Brattle 
Street and is called "Loaves and Fishes". St. 
George church and several other churches on Brat-
tle Street help to run this food pantry- which is also 
supported through the Worcester County Food 
Bank.  Food is delivered by a parish family and is 
usually set up the third Friday evening of the month 
at about 6PM  and distributed  the third Saturday 
morning of the month at about 9AM till 11 AM.  
We also donate, as needed, to the Mustard Seed 
on Piedmont Street in Worcester. This food is 
shared with about 25 neighboring families in need.  
Our next Mustard Seed Meal is September 16, 2017. 
Needs will be posted at the beginning of the month.  
 

The Donations Clearinghouse  
DCH collects furniture and household goods to help 
families and individuals leaving shelters and transi-
tional housing. They also help people with limited 
fixed incomes those who have suffered from fire or 
flood , victims of domestic violence and the elderly. 
Items desperately needed are : dressers and bu-
reaus, lamps, kitchen tables and chairs, night stands, 
end tables and coffee tables, twin size mattress sets. 
They do NOT accept: bedframes, sleeper sofas, ex-
ercise equipment, electronics, home decor items, 
clothing or toys. Free pickup is sometimes possible.
