What good is a great story unless someone tells it?
What's a wonderful song unless someone sings it?
How can an idea change the world unless someone
makes it work? Ideas, songs and stories all need to
be put into practice so their value will be seen, heard
and known.

Jesus confronts and rebukes evil and then banishes
it. People were amazed and began to ask the basic
question of faith “who is this man?” The answer leads
to a choice, sometimes called the leap of faith; is Je-
sus the Messiah?
